Exhibitors needing information should inquire at the Junior Fairboard Office during fair time. The Jr. Fairboard office is located in the Red Building in front of the show arena. 
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PAULDING COUNTY JUNIOR FAIRBOARD CONSTITUTION
ARTICLE I- TITLE

SECTION I: This organization shall be known as the Paulding County Junior Fairboard.
ARTICLE II: OBJECT
SECTION I: The object of the organization shall be to promote the welfare of Paulding County boys and girls through their exhibits and activities during the Paulding County Fair. 

SECTION II: The membership of this organization shall at all times cooperate and are under the supervision and direction of the Paulding County Agricultural Society and its Board of Directors.

ARTICLE III- MEMBERSHIP
SECTION I: Any boy or girl being a member of any Paulding County Youth Organization shall be eligible as a member of Junior Fairboard. Members must be at least a freshmen in high school of the current year to be eligible to apply.

SECTION II: Membership is on a non-discriminatory basis without regard to race, color, national origin, handicap, sex or religious affiliation.
SECTION III: All Jr. Fairboard members and advisor(s) shall sign the Code of Conduct on a yearly basis.  The Jr. Fairboard members and advisor(s) understand and agree that any action on their part that contradicts any portion of the Code of Conduct is grounds for suspension or termination of their status as a Jr. Fairboard member or advisor(s).  A special meeting of the Jr. Fairboard will be held to review and vote on the disciplinary action needed to be taken by the Jr. Fairboard within 2 weeks of the reported incident.
ARTICLE IV- ADVISORS

SECTION I: The Jr. Fairboard shall appoint advisor(s) with up to a maximum of three, one shall be appointed as the key advisor. 
SECTION IA: The 4-H Professional will serve as an Ex officio advisor to the Jr. Fairboard. If the 4-H professional or advisor(s) as well as the 2 appointed Sr. Fairboard members are not available. The Jr. Fair board shall appoint a current Sr. Fair board member present. The Sr. Fair board members will be appointed by the Jr. Fairboard on a yearly basis.
SECTION IB: The roles of The Ohio State University Extension/4-H Youth Development are clarified in Links between Ohio State University Extension & County Fair: Partners and their Respective Roles. (Adapted OFMA Convention, January 4, 2005).
SECTION II: Junior Fairboard members will hold discussions at the September meeting regarding the status of their advisors and make a recommendation at the September meeting of the Senior Fairboard. The recommendations will come in the form of a written letter signed by the members present at that meeting.

SECTION III: The Junior Fairboard Advisors will be appointed on a yearly basis with term beginning October 1 and ending September 30th.
SECTION IV: The 4-H Professional shall attend Jr. Fairboard meetings to serve as a resource of information and to assist the key advisor and Jr. Fairboard members. 
ARTICLE V-ORGANIZATION
SECTION I: All elected members shall be active and attend all meetings.

SECTION II: Election of officers shall be held at the regular meeting in October.

SECTION III: Officers to be elected shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, Assistant Secretary, Treasurer, and Assistant Treasurer.

SECTION IV: Newly elected officers shall assume duties at the October meeting, immediately after the close of the election of the officers.
ARTICLE VI- ABSENTEE
SECTION I: Members will be expected to complete 40 hours of Junior Fairboard meetings and activities. Hours must be completed one week prior to the start of fair. School functions will only be considered an excused absence if the member calls an advisor prior to the meeting. Only three unexcused meetings are allowed. After the second meeting is missed, the member will receive a verbal warning and if three are missed the member gets voted off by the board. 
ARTICLE VII- AMENDMENTS

SECTION I:   Amendments to this Constitution, its by-laws or Exhibit Rules, shall be accomplished ONLY by a quorum vote of the Junior Fairboard Directors at any of its regular meetings.
ARTICLE VIII-QUORUM

SECTION I:  A majority of the members present shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

SECTION II: A majority shall consist of 2/3 of the voting Jr. Fairboard members present. This will constitute a quorum to conduct transactions of business.
ARTICLE IX-MEETING

SECTION I:  The regular meeting of the Jr. Fairboard shall be the 2nd Tuesday of each month at 7:00 p.m. at the Junior Fairboard Office. 
SECTION II:  Special meetings may be called when necessary.

ARTICLE X-ORDER OF BUSINESS

SECTION I:  Order of Business

7. New Business

8. Adjournment

SECTION II:  Members present may temporarily suspend the order of business at any meeting upon a quorum vote.

ARTICLE XI – OFFICERS’ DUTIES

SECTION I:  It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all meetings, keep order during meeting and to appoint all committees.
SECTION II:  It shall be the duty of the Vice President to assume all the duties of the President in his/her absence.

SECTION III:  It shall be the duty of the Secretary to:

1. Keep an accurate record of all business.
2. Keep an accurate attendance record.
3. Notify all members of time and place of meetings and of any changes.

SECTION IV:  It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to:
1. Receive all money and give a receipt as to amount and source

2. Keep an accurate record of all receipts and disbursements

3. Pay any accounts approved by the Jr. Fairboard.
4. The President and/or Treasurer and an advisor will be the countersigners on the bank accounts. 
PAULDING COUNTY JUNIOR FAIR GUIDELINES
SECTION I – JUNIOR FAIR LIVESTOCK ENTRIES

DIVISION I:  Entries MUST be entered ONLINE thru FairEntry.
1. 
No Livestock entry can be shown at the Paulding County Junior Fair that has been shown in another county Junior Fair Show.

2. All livestock entries, with the exception of market rabbits, must be entered into FairEntry no later than 11:59 pm on April 23, 2021.  Market rabbit entries must be entered into FairEntry no later than 11:59 pm on May 21, 2021.  NO LATE ENTRIES ACCEPTED
3. Entries shall include the following information:  Name, address, phone, club, age of animal and date of birth, and division/class of animal entered.

4. Junior Fair livestock entries shall be in place by 9 pm on June 12, 2021.

Jr. Fair entries will be released after 7:00 am on Sunday. Livestock sold will be released at the same time. Any take home animals may leave between the hours of 9:00 pm and 10:00 pm on Saturday, June 19, 2021. FAIR EXHIBIT MUST NOT LEAVE THE GROUNDS WITHOUT THE PERMISSION OF THE LIVESTOCK COMMITTEE.  ANIMALS WILL NOT BE PERMITTED TO RETURN.  Established in 2016- Any animal taken off the fairgrounds prior to the release time as stated in the fairbook will be charged a fee of $100.00 per animal to be deducted from livestock sale check or invoiced for the amount.  
5. All entries are subject to rules and regulations set forth by mutual agreement of the two Fairboards.

6. Market classes are limited to 2 entries in single classes and 1 entry in group classes; except in Department 600 and 700 where 2 pens may be entered.

7. All entries thought unworthy by the judge will not place.
SECTION II -COMPETITION ELIGIBILITY
DIVISION I:  To be eligible to participate in the Junior Fair shows or activities, a boy or girl must be a current member in good standing of 4-H, FFA, FCCLA, Scouts or other youth organizations within Paulding County. 
DIVISION II:  Exhibitors must be between the ages of 8 and 19 years of age.  An exhibitor is eligible when he or she reaches the age of 8 AND enrolled in 3rd grade as of January 1st of current year.  Eligibility ends when an exhibitor reaches the age of 19 years as of December 31st of the same year in which an entry is made.  Cloverbuds are not permitted to enter animals in the Junior Fair Livestock shows.

DIVISION III-The Paulding County Junior Fair may limit the number of entries made by an exhibitor in classification due to space limitations.

DIVISION IV:  All market animals must be in possession of Junior Fair members by the following dates:

DIVISION V:  All projects must be exhibited in order to receive a fair premium.  Definition of exhibited:  Must SHOW in a livestock class or COMPLETE a still project judging.

DIVISION VI:  Exhibitors shall not show the same project in both 4-H and FFA in the same departments.
DIVISION VII: An exhibitor shall only have the opportunity to have three underweight entries in his or her fair career before becoming ineligible to show ANY animal at the Paulding County Fair.  
DIVISION VIII: If an animal dies, the exhibitor must present the carcass to two Senior Fairboard members within 24 hours of the animal’s death. The exhibitor is able to retag a replacement animal; this animal would only be eligible for showmanship and the over/under 2nd chance weight classes. This animal will not be eligible for Grand or Reserve Champion in its species but will be able to sell at the livestock auction.
DIVISON IX: Horses: In the event that a horse dies, goes lame or has to be euthanized, the exhibitor must present the animal to two Senior Fairboard members within 24 hours of the animal’s death. The exhibitor will be able to exhibit at the county level but not be eligible for award or points. They will not be eligible for state fair with that horse. Exception is if they have another horse on file with the Extension Office, they will be able to exhibit at the county level for all awards and points. 
SECTION III-SHOW

DIVISION I:  Exhibitors must show their own animals, except in the following circumstances:

1. The exhibitor is impaired.
2. The exhibitor has two entries in the same class.  In this situation, another current Junior Fair exhibitor may show the animal.  All other exceptions must be approved by both Fairboards.  

DIVISION II:  A class will be added for any not listed when there are three or more different exhibitors entered in accordance with ODA guidelines.
DRESS CODE FOR ALL STILL PROJECT JUDGING AND SKILLATHON


These are considered interviews and you are expected to dress appropriately for these occasions.  No torn, worn or stressed jeans or skirts will be permitted.  No shorts will be accepted.  Skirts must be at least knee length or longer.  Close-toed shoes must be worn (no flip flops).  Exhibitor shirts may not bare midriff, halter tops, cut-off T-shirts, tank tops, and are required to have NO logo of any sort on them.  You are not permitted to wear a hat of any type to these events unless required as part of your clothing project.  Visible piercing shall be contained to the ears.
SECTION IV-EXHIBITOR RESPONSIBILITY

DIVISION I:  The exhibitor shall be the absolute insurer of and shall be responsible for the condition of an animal exhibited, regardless of the acts of a third party.  Should the testing and inspection procedures used evidence the presence of a foreign substance or any drug not medically necessary or not approved for such use by the FDA or USDA, the exhibitor, a member of the exhibitor’s immediate family or any other person shown to have had care, custody or attendance of the animal in any way, at the discretion of both Jr. and Sr. Fairboard, may be subjected to the penalties provided for in SECTION VII of these by-laws.
DIVISION II:  Any animal exhibit not properly cared for, including a clean pen, will receive one written warning and if neglect continues, animals must be removed immediately (if applicable), without selling in the livestock sale (if applicable) and the responsible exhibitor will not show that species the following year.  (Approved by Junior Fairboard 11/02 and Senior Fairboard 1/03).
DIVISION III:  Out of Control Animals – The Junior Fair show judge and two or more Senior Fairboard members from the Livestock Committee will be given the authority to contain, disqualify and /or remove an animal from a Junior Fair show for unruly or out-of-control behavior.

DIVISION IV:  Equipment and Supplies – There may be increases/decreases in animals in some departments.  Stall assignments are made to make the best use of space.  Stall space is not to be used for feed and supplies.  Exhibitors must furnish their own bedding, feed and equipment.

DIVISION V:  Clean Pens & Stalls - Fair goers are there to see the animal or other projects that are exhibiting.  This involves keeping the animals and pens clean everyday as well as the aisles clean and swept.  A little effort will help the animals be comfortable and make a more attractive exhibit.

DIVISION VI:  BEDDING- Straw bedding is prohibited anywhere on the fairgrounds.

DIVISION VII:  All cattle MUST be cross-tied at ALL TIMES.

DIVISION VIII:  All animals must be dehorned with the exception of breeding goats.
DIVISION IX:  Junior Fair and its membership are not responsible for anything lost, damaged, or stolen.

DIVISION X:  It is the responsibility of Junior Fair exhibitors to READ INDIVIDUAL DEPARMENT RULES.

SECTION V – TESTING/INSPECTION OF ANIMALS

DIVISION I:  The Fairboards may conduct testing or inspection of any and all animals entered in a junior fair competition before, during or after the competition to carry out the following purposes:

1. To determine whether an animal qualifies for competition in a particular breed classification.

2. To determine whether the animal has been unethically fitted in any manner.

3. To determine whether any false information or representation was made in a competition.

SECTION VI – PROHIBITED CONDUCT

DIVISION I:  No exhibitor shall enter an animal in a competition that has not been fully owned, cared for or in the custody of the exhibitor.  This does not apply to the leasing of horses.
DIVISION II:  No exhibitor shall enter an animal in a competition that has been handled, fitted, groomed, shown or exhibited by another person other than a registered member of the exhibitor’s immediate family (parents, grandparents, aunts, uncles, brother, sister) or another junior exhibitor or  advisor while on the Fairgrounds during the fair.
DIVISION III:  Each exhibitor showing a market animal shall register the name of the person(s) from the immediate family who can assist the exhibitor in the preparation or grooming of the animal entered in the competition.

DIVISION IV:  No exhibitor shall enter an animal that has been unethically fitted in any way.  No exhibitor shall unethically fit or alter another exhibitor’s animal.

DIVISION V:  No exhibitor shall engage in unsportsmanship like or disorderly conduct.

DIVISION VI:  Any Junior Fair participant found using or being involved with the use or distribution of any and all alcohol or illegal drugs will be promptly dismissed from the Junior Fair.

SECTION VII – DISCIPLINARY ACTION

Any person who violates a Junior Fair rule or guideline is subject to any of the following disciplinary actions: (ODA Revised Code 901-19-21)

1. Disqualification from an exhibition

2. Disqualification of the exhibition livestock from any exhibition

3. Continuing education

4. Written letter of reprimand

5. Forfeiture or return of awards, prizes, premiums or proceeds

6. Pre-exhibition drug testing

7. Disqualification may include any or all shows and classes and may be for any number of years.
SECTION VIII – HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

DIVISION I:  There will be veterinarian inspections daily.  Any sick animal may be sent home with the exception of hogs, which will go to a licensed slaughterhouse.

DIVISION II: To avoid having to take rabbits or poultry home, animals should be checked for the common diseases (mites, cankers, etc.) prior to the fair.  Poultry and rabbits will be examined when they arrive or soon after.  Poultry must be from a flock that has a negative test for pullorum/fowl typhoid or have been tested negative within the last 90 days.

DIVISION III:  Exhibitors are responsible for drug residue in market animals.  A DRUG USE NOTIFICATION FORM (DUNF) must be completed for all Junior Fair animals.  Tranquilizers are considered illegal drugs and are not acceptable.  Because some feeds have medications that will require withdrawal time, all feeds should be checked.

DIVISION IV:  All livestock, equine and dogs shall comply with State Health Regulations.

DIVISION V:  All livestock are to enter the West Gate.  All Junior Fair participants are required to present a Drug Use Notification Form at this time.
SECTION IX – AWARDS AND PREMIUMS

DIVISION I:  Awards shall be determined by the Junior Fairboard.  Awards are subject to forfeiture by an exhibitor for violations of Junior Fair rules and guidelines.

DIVISION II:  AWARDS ARE SUBJECT TO CHANGE ACCORDING TO CLASS PARTICIPANT NUMBERS.

For all shows, a first and second place trophy will be awarded to classes with at least five or more enrolled projects.  A first place trophy will only be awarded to classes with at least three enrolled projects.  All Grand and Reserve Livestock projects will receive a trophy, regardless of class size.  For non-livestock shows (still projects) a rosette will be awarded to the first place in each class.  Trophies will be awarded according to each department’s special award guidelines.

DIVISION III:  Junior Fair members will be paid on their three highest premiums.  Exceptions:  Additional premiums will be paid to 4-H members having a graded officer book or participation in the Public Speaking Contests.

DIVISION IV:  Grade ribbons will be awarded only on basis of judge’s decision.
DIVISION V:  All projects must have received an overall “A” grade from their advisor to be considered for a trophy.

DIVISION VI:  State Fair qualifiers will be selected according to the Ohio State Fair guidelines for individual projects.

SECTION X – JUNIOR FAIR SHOWMANSHIP

DIVISION I:  Exhibitors showing an animal in the Junior Fair are eligible for showmanship.

DIVISION II:  The order of classes shall be:  Senior, Junior, Beginner, Pee Wee and Champion of Champion.

DIVISION III:  Horse entries:  Due to Ohio State Fair PAS guidelines and entries, exhibitors in the Horse Department will “Age Up” in all showmanship classes.  This means exhibitors will stay in their division until they are of the appropriate age to move to the next division.

DIVISION IV:  Many judges use a point system for judging Junior and Senior showmanship classes.  Criteria listed below.  The Horse Department will follow PAS scoring guidelines.
Fitting

a. Soundness, condition, quality:  Firmness, uniformity

b. Cleanliness:  hide, hair, hoofs, horns and ears

c. General Appearance of the animal or breed

Showing

a. Appearance of exhibitor

b. Proper use of Equipment

c. Ability to pose an animal correctly

d. Demonstrate ability to follow judge’s instructions

e. Response to judge’s questions
SECTION XI -PEE WEE DIVISION
1. Participant must be under the age of a Jr. Fair Exhibitor (age 8 and in 3rd grade) to participate in this class.

2. Pee Wee Showmanship will follow the beginning showmanship class in the following animal species: poultry, rabbits, goats, sheep, swine, beef feeders and dairy beef feeders. 
3. Exhibitors will be required to have parent/legal guardian consent to participate. 
4. Registration will take place 30 minutes prior to the start of each show. All participants must register during this time to participate in Pee Wee Showmanship. 
5. Each participant will receive an award for their participation. 
6. This is a learning experience for youth to demonstrate their showmanship abilities. 

SECTION XII- BEGINNER DIVISION
1. Participant may be of any age but limited to those exhibitors who are taking that 
species as a junior fair project for the first time.
2. Exhibitor has the option to participate in this class or to show in proper age bracket.
3. Exhibitor is only eligible to participate in this class for one year and the following year they will advance to his/her proper age bracket. 

SECTION XIII- JUNIOR DIVISION 

1. Participant must be 13 years of age or under as of January 1 of the current year and is required to use an animal with a tag number that is registered in his/her name.
2. Horse Dept:  The 1st and 2nd place winner of Junior Western Showmanship may also show in Champion of Champion Showmanship of the current year.  
3. The winner of Junior Showmanship must advance to Senior Showmanship the following year.

SECTION XIV- SENIOR DIVISION
1. Participant must be 14 years of age or older. The participant is required to      

use an animal with a tag number that is registered in his/her name.
2.   The winner of Sr. Showmanship must advance to the Champion of Champion class of the present year and remain there for the rest of their showmanship career, unless they win the Showman of Showmen Contest. 
3.   Horse Dept:  The 1st and 2nd place winner of Western Senior Showmanship,                           

Pony Showmanship and English Showmanship may show in the Champion of Champion 

Showmanship of the current year.
 SECTION XV- CHAMPION OF CHAMPION DIVISION
1.  For anyone who has won SENIOR Showmanship previously OR present day and those who have also won the Champion of Champion Showmanship before.

2. Horse Dept:   The Horse Department Champion of Champion Class will consist of eight entries.  These entries will include the 1st and 2nd place winner of Junior Western Showmanship, Senior Western Showmanship, Pony Showmanship and English Showmanship.  Previous winners of Champion of Champion will stay in their appropriate Junior or Senior age related class.
SECTION XVI- SHOWMAN OF SHOWMEN DIVISION

1. Participants in the Showman of Showmen Division shall be the Champion of Champion winner of the current year from the Beef, Dairy, Dairy/Beef, Sheep, Swine, Goat, Horse, Rabbit and Poultry Departments.

2. Participants will be judged by someone qualified in that livestock area.

3. The contest will be divided into eight parts.  Beef animals will not be shown.

4. Participants will not show in the class they won in.  They will show in all other animal classes. The Beef Winner will not show in the Dairy/Beef Class.

5. The animals used in the contest will be selected by the Jr. Fairboard Superintendents in charge.

6. Each judge will rate the participants on a scale of one to eight with the exception of Dairy/Beef being on a scale of one to seven with one being the best.  The participant with the fewest total points in the eight departments will be the winner.

7. The order of show will be horses, swine, poultry, goats, dairy, sheep, dairy/beef and rabbits.

8. Participants in the Showman of Showmen must notify the Senior Fairboard Office by 10 a.m. following their show of their participation in Showman of Showmen.  Failure to notify the Senior Fairboard Office by the deadline will result in disqualification from Showman of Showmen. 
9. Participants will not be allowed to show their own animal(s).

10. If you qualify in more than one species, you will draw to determine the species that you WILL NOT show.  The 2nd place Champion of Champion will then move to Showman of Showmen, in the species not represented.

11. Once a member wins the Showman of Showmen contest in a species, they are no longer eligible to compete in that species again.
TIEBREAKER:  All eligible participants will receive their packet of information at the completion of the Champion of Champion class.
1. All participants will be asked to take a brief quiz.  The results of the quiz will be used only in the event of a tie.

2. The scores of the persons involved in the tie will be evaluated.

3. The person with the best score on the quiz will have one point deducted from their overall score.
SECTION XVII- JUNIOR FAIR REQUIREMENTS
1. QUALITY ASSURANCE TRAINING - All Junior Fair members (FFA & 4-H) and a parent/legal guardian must complete a Quality Assurance Training. Dates for 2021 QA are January 25th, January 30th, February 1st, February 6th, February 20th,March 1st, March 6th,March 11th, March 16th, March 20th, March 23rd and March 27th . They will be held virtually on Zoom this year and you need to sign up for at least 1 class.  Members who have not completed this requirement SHALL NOT be permitted to bring their animal to the Paulding County Fair.
2. Members and a parent or guardian must attend two hours of training.
3. ANIMAL TAGGING- A member may tag/tattoo up to three animals for each species but may only bring two for the Junior Fair. The third animal may be designed for the Open Class Show.
4. All Junior Fair members (FFA & 4-H) must complete a SKILL-A-THON for each animal project that he/she exhibits at the fair.  Members who have not completed this requirement SHALL NOT be permitted to bring their animal to the County Fair.
5. All Junior Fair members (FFA & 4-H) must have a code of conduct on file signed by the exhibitor and parent/legal guardian each year prior to the start of the Paulding County Fair. 

6. Junior Fair animal entries are due no later than 11:59 pm on April 19, 2019, with the exception of market rabbits.  Market rabbit entries must be entered no later than 11:59 pm on May 24, 2019. ALL Entries are final at Skill-A-Thon.
SECTION XVIII- LIVESTOCK PULL-IN (West Gate)

Saturday, June 12, 2019 4:00 pm to 8:00 pm.  The exhibitor must have a completed DUNF for each animal applicable. All livestock must enter through the West Gate ONLY and turn in the completed DUNF(s) to the Livestock Committee Chairman. If the DUNF(s) is not turned in to the Livestock Committee Chairman at pull-in, the animal(s) will be sent home. 
SECTION XIX- GROOMING GUIDELINES
1. Grooming allowed

2. Any product which changes, enhances, or alters the natural color of an animal will not be permitted.  Including but not limited to paints, dye, powder, non-clear adhesive and foam or show polish.

3. Unethical Fitting will not be tolerated:  This means to alter or change the natural appearance, weight, musculature or conformation of the animal in an unnatural or artificial manner, including but not limited to, the removal of animal tissue or body part, to cut or tear the hide, to cover, dye or color the hair or hide, to add artificial tailheads, switches, polls, hair or heals or to administer, feed, give or inject any substance or drug to an animal exhibited, except when medically necessary or when the drug used has been approved for use by the FDA or USDA.

4. Jr. Fair Exhibitor must be present during grooming.

5. Supervision & help is allowed by a family member, advisor or any Paulding County FFA or 4-H Youth.  Professional groomers or help is not permitted.

SECTION XX- WEIGHT REQUIREMENTS
The Fairboards have approved minimum/maximum weights for animals.  Animals that do not meet the weight requirement will show in the “Over/Under Weight Class” for a premium grade only.  The judge will not award places in the Over/Under Weight Class.

MINIMUM/MAXIMUM WEIGHTS AND LIVESTOCK SALE:

If the animal doesn’t make weight you have 30 minutes from the time you went across the scale to re-weigh the animal ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 
2. Animals must be presented bare with the exception of one halter per animal. 
3. An animal may not be presented for weigh-in with their fur wet. If an animal is presented for weigh-in with wet fur, the animal will be ineligible for weigh-in. This will constitute as the animal’s first trip to the scale with a result in no weight. The exhibitor has 30 minutes from the time the animal was presented to bring the animal back ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. This constitutes as the second trip to the scale. This weight is final. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 

4. Should the animal be presented a second time with the fur still wet, it will result in a no weigh and the animal will be ineligible for the fair and sent home.
WEIGH-IN PROCEDURES:

1. Swine will be weighed in as they are unloaded off the trailer. 
2. Only the exhibitor and ONE family member or guardian is permitted in the barn during livestock weigh-in.
3. Animals must be presented bare with the exception of one halter per animal. 
4. An animal may not be presented for weigh-in with their skin wet. If an animal is presented for weigh-in with wet skin, the animal will be ineligible for weigh-in. This will constitute as the animal’s first trip to the scale with a result in no weight. The exhibitor has 30 minutes from the time the animal was presented to bring the animal back ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. This constitutes as the second trip to the scale. This weight is final. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 
5. Should the animal be presented a second time with the skin still wet, it will result in a no weigh and the animal will be ineligible for the fair and sent home.

SECTION XXI- GENERAL INFORMATION
1. All animals must be housed in their respective designated area as assigned by the Jr. Fairboard member in charge of that department. 
2. Livestock sale checks and premiums will be withheld and a $25 fee will be deducted for all stalls left unclean at the end of the fair.  Pens must be cleaned between 7 am – 1 pm on Sunday.

3. The show weight and sale weight of the animals will be determined at weigh-in. If the animal makes weight the first time across the scale it is not permitted to re-weigh. If the animal doesn’t make weight you have 30 minutes from the time you went across the scale to re-weigh the animal to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 
4. Junior Fair exhibitor and /or parent of Grand Champion and Reserve Grand champion must be present at all times until all urine samples have been collected.

5. All animals must be dehorned with the exception of breeding goats.

6. Animals must be cross-tied.

7. Animals must be castrated and healed. Animals that show recent castration and which are not healed are not eligible for competition in any class nor are they permitted to sell.  Animal will be sent home if not properly castrated.
SECTION XXII -MARKET CLASS FORMAT 

1. The market classes will be individual classes based on weight and number of animals.

The first place of each class will advance for the Champion Market Weight Class. Once the grand champion is chosen, the 2nd place winner from the class of the grand champion would replace the grand champion to be judged for Reserve.
2. The first and second place winner of each class will receive a plaque.
SECTION XXIII- PROPER SHOW ATTIRE (Livestock)
Inappropriate show attire includes tops with spaghetti straps, halter-tops, tank tops, midriffs or shorts.  Exhibitors are required to wear hard soled shoes preferably boots while showing their livestock.  Exhibitors wearing inappropriate clothing or foot wear will be asked to change their clothing before entering the ring.

Poultry – White shirt or jacket and dark jeans.
Rabbit - Long sleeved white shirt or jacket and dark jeans.
Goats 
- Long or short sleeved shirt and dark jeans.
Swine - Nice shirt with dark jeans.

Horse - Helmets Required.    
Refer to the Uniform Rules for 4-H Horse Shows guidelines under appropriate class-personal appointments.  
SECTION XXIV- LIVESTOCK SALE
Livestock Sale:  The Swine Show is a “Terminal Show” meaning that all market livestock entered in the show are sent directly to slaughter or to a licensed livestock facility.  The member must determine at Weigh-In the final destination of the animal.  The final destination choices are as follows: (1) Participate in Jr. Fair Livestock Sale or (2) Direct to Packer.  

The Market Beef and Dairy Steer, Market Lamb, Market Goat, Poultry, and Rabbit Shows are “Partial Terminal Shows” meaning that only the grand and reserve champion animal must be sent directly to slaughter or to a licensed facility.  The member must determine at Weigh-In the final destination of the animal.  The final destination choices are participating in the Junior Fair Livestock Sale, going direct to the packer, or taking the animal home. If the exhibitor designates the Rabbit or Poultry exhibit to go through the livestock auction, the exhibitor will be given a direct price plus premium bid for the animal and it will be sent directly to the packer. NO rabbits or poultry will go home with the exhibitor unless the destination of the animal is Home. 
The Dairy and Beef Feeder Show are “Non-Terminal Shows” meaning the grand and reserve champion animals are not required to go to slaughter.  Exhibitors must determine at Weigh-In whether the animal is to be sold through the Junior Fair Livestock Sale, sold direct or take the animal home.  For example, if an exhibitor designates his/her feeder to go home at weigh-in and wins grand or reserve champion, the exhibitor Must take the animal home.

Feeder Calf Auction each exhibitor is only permitted to sell two (2) dairy beef feeders (and/or) two beef feeders through the base bid auction on Wednesday June 16, 2021 at 7:30 p.m. The animal/animals must have shown in the Jr. Fair to be able to sell through the livestock sale.  Exhibitors will ONLY be allowed to sell two animals through the livestock sale on Saturday. 
For All Livestock Shows listed above, the exhibitor may not change destination after weigh-in.  All animals are the responsibility of the Junior Fair exhibitor until release time on the last day.  
Exhibitors are to FEED, WATER, and CARE for livestock until release time.  Livestock checks will be withheld and/or a $25 fee will be deducted for all stalls or pens left unclean at the end of the fair.
 New in 2016- Any animal taken off the fairgrounds prior to the release time as stated in the fairbook will be charged a fee of $100.00 per animal to be deducted from livestock sale check or invoiced for the amount.  
All animals sold must go through the sale ring.  There will be no private sale of any animals.  The animals become the property of the livestock sale buyer with no resale of animals by buyers will be allowed during the sale.

Note: regarding all animals participating in the livestock sale:  The show weight and sale weight of the animal will be determined at weigh-in. If the animal makes weight the first time across the scale it is NOT permitted to re-weigh. If the animal doesn’t make weight you have 30 minutes from the time you went across the scale to re-weigh the animal to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 
Animals must be presented bare with the exception of one halter per animal. 
An animal may not be presented for weigh-in with their fur wet. If an animal is presented for weigh-in with wet fur, the animal will be ineligible for weigh-in. This will constitute as the animal’s first trip to the scale with a result in no weight. The exhibitor has 30 minutes from the time the animal was presented to bring the animal back ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. This constitutes as the second trip to the scale. This weight is final. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 

Should the animal be presented a second time with the fur still wet, it will result in a no weigh and the animal will be ineligible for the fair and sent home.
The Market Steer Sale will be determined by taking the scale weight times 2% to account for shrinkage. 
Exhibitor Check Policy: Note all checks received by exhibitors must be deposited within 90 days of date on check or check is VOID. 

If check is lost, there will be a $35 stop check fee plus a $15 fee to rewrite the check.

GOAT GUIDELINES

1. Must milk out by 7:00 pm on the night before show.
2. All animals must be clipped and dehorned with the exception of Breeding Boer Does. 
3. All market goats must be a doe or castrated male/wether.
4. A doe may either show as a Market Doe or Breeding Doe but not compete in both

classes. 
5. All market goats must be present at April weigh-in and tagging.
6. If you do not attend April tagging with your animal, you will not be able to exhibit at the Paulding County Fair.

7. All market goats will have an approved USDA Scrapies tag recorded at the April weigh-in. This tag must be provided by the owner.  If the animal does not have a scrapie tag at the weigh-in, the animal will not be permitted on the fairgrounds.
8. If the animal makes weight the first time across the scale it is not permitted to re-weigh. If the animal doesn’t make weight you have 30 minutes from the time you went across the scale to re-weigh the animal ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 
9. Animals must be presented bare with the exception of one halter per animal. 

10. An animal may not be presented for weigh-in with their fur wet. If an animal is presented for weigh-in with wet fur, the animal will be ineligible for weigh-in. This will constitute as the animal’s first trip to the scale with a result in no weight. 901:1-18-07 Goats

(A) Goats moved within Ohio for exhibition:

The animal presented for exhibition must show no symptoms or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease.

(B) Goats imported into Ohio for exhibition:

(1) The animal presented for exhibition must show no symptoms or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease

(2) The owner and the veterinarian must attest to the following statement written on the certificate of veterinary inspection, “The goats in this shipment are not known to be under any restrictions because of scrapie.”
(3) Originate from a tuberculosis accredited free herd as defined in rule 901:1-18-02 (G) of the Administrative Code or bovine tuberculosis eradication; or

(4) Originate from a bovine accredited free state or zone, or a bovine modified accredited advanced state or zone; or

(5) Originate from a bovine modified accredited state or zone must comply with rule 901:1-17-06

(C) If originate from a bovine accreditation preparatory or a bovine non-accredited state or zone are prohibited from exhibition.

*Doe – female goat 
*Buck-male goat

*Wether – castrated male goat

*Market goat – a wether or doe raised for meat that will be sold
* Dairy Market goat- a wether or doe. Must be 100% Dairy breed. 
*Cart goat – a goat that pulls a cart upon different commands

Three different levels exist in this class
*Pygmy goat – a specific breed of goats  

*Kid – a goat under 6 months of age
CLASSES:

*Junior Dairy Kid – a doe born after the current fair year date of April (i.e. This year is 2019 Fair, the does would be born on or after 4/1/19)

*Pygmy Goat:  a specific breed of goats shown only in this class.

*Market Goat:  A banded male goat (wether) or doe born between October 2018 and January 2019 recommended.

*Dairy Market Goat: A banded male goat (wether) or doe born between October 2018 and January 2019 recommended.  The goat must be 100% dairy breed or it will show in the market goat class. 

* Born & Raised Market Goat: market goat must have been born and raised in Paulding County. These goats will show in their regular market weight classes also. There will be classes broke down by weight according to number of animals. All market goats regardless of weight will be eligible for the Born and Raised Market Class. 

* Pet Goat- Any breed of goat. Can only show in this class and will not sell. 
CLASS DESCRIPTIONS:

Harness Kid – kids must be halter broken and led with a lead strap.  Animal should respond to voice commands of stop, go and back.

Harness Yearling – yearlings will be harnessed and pull an empty cart.  The animal should respond to voice commands of stop, go, and back, left and right.

Senior Harness – seniors will be harnessed and pull a child-driven cart.  The animal must respond to commands of stop, go, back, left and right while pulling the cart through an obstacle course.

1. The same animal cannot be exhibited in both breeding and market classes.  Ewes are permitted to be shown in the market class.  Must be tagged as a market animal.

2. No rams will be permitted in market classes.

3. Market lambs must be shorn 6-8 weeks prior to the fair.

4. Must have sheep in possession by April weigh-in and tagging. If you do not attend April tagging with your animal, you will not be able to exhibit at the Paulding County Fair. 
5. All sheep will have an approved USDA Scrapies tag recorded at the April weigh-in. This tag must be provided by the owner.  If the animal does not have a scrapie tag at the weigh-in, the animal will not be permitted on the grounds.
6. Sheep must have a scrapies tag in order to exhibit at the fair. 

7. If the animal makes weight the first time across the scale it is not permitted to re-weigh. If the animal doesn’t make weight you have 30 minutes from the time you went across the scale to re-weigh the animal ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 

8. Animals must be presented bare with the exception of one halter per animal. 
9. An animal may not be presented for weigh-in with their fur wet. If an animal is presented for weigh-in with wet fur, the animal will be ineligible for weigh-in. This will constitute as the animal’s first trip to the scale with a result in no weight. The exhibitor has 30 minutes from the time the animal was presented to bring the animal back ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. This constitutes as the second trip to the scale. This weight is final. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 

10. Should the animal be presented a second time with the fur still wet, it will result in a no weigh and the animal will be ineligible for the fair and sent home.

11. Market Lamb Classes: Classes will be determined at weigh-in and posted. 
12. Once the weight classes have been posted for each species there are NO adjustments or changes.

13. Animals must be dehorned.

(A) Sheep moved within Ohio for exhibition:

The animal presented for exhibition must show no symptoms or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease.

(B) Sheep imported into Ohio for exhibition:

(2) The owner and the veterinarian must attest to the following statement written on the certificate of veterinary inspection “the sheep in this shipment are not known to be under any restrictions because of scrapie”.

3. Swine will be weighed-in as they are unloaded off the trailer at livestock pull-in. 
4. Animals must be presented bare with the exception of one halter per animal. 

5. An animal may not be presented for weigh-in with their fur wet. If an animal is presented for weigh-in with wet fur, the animal will be ineligible for weigh-in. This will constitute as the animal’s first trip to the scale with a result in no weight. The exhibitor has 30 minutes from the time the animal was presented to bring the animal back ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. This constitutes as the second trip to the scale. This weight is final. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 

6. Should the animal be presented a second time with the fur still wet, it will result in a no weigh and the animal will be ineligible for the fair and sent home.

7. Once the weight classes have been posted for each species there are NO adjustments or changes.

8. All market hogs must sell and go directly to slaughter.

9. A member may tag up to 3 market hogs and bring 2 for Junior Fair.  The third hog may be designated for the Open Class Show.  Members must show their animal as it was tagged in April.

10. If the third hog is brought to the fair, it may only be shown in the open class and must be sold direct.

ODA HEALTH GUIDELINES:

901-18-10 Swine.

(A)  Swine moved within Ohio for exhibition:


(1)  At a terminal show must:


     (a)  Show no symptoms or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease; and

                 (b)  Originate from a county which sixty days prior to the exhibition opening date  

 had no pseudorables quarantined herds; and have no breeding swine present and all swine removed are delivered for immediate slaughter or to a license livestock facility.

LIVESTOCK SALE:

The Swine Show is a “Terminal Show” meaning that all market livestock entered in the show are sent directly to slaughter or to a licensed livestock facility.

**4-H members are recommended to purchase market chicken and turkey projects through a bulk order at the extension office.  See 4-H Family Handbook for specific ordering dates and information.

SPECIFIC GUIDELINES FOR LIVESTOCK

(See Rules and Regulation)
If the exhibitor designates the Rabbit or Poultry exhibit to go through the livestock auction, the exhibitor will be given a direct price plus premium bid for the animal and it will be sent directly to the packer. NO rabbits or poultry will go home with the exhibitor unless the destination of the animal is Home. 
POULTRY GUILDELINES:

1. Birds must be specified as a meat pen to be sold in the livestock sale.

2. There will be a limit of 2 pens or entries per class.

3. All meat pens must be of the same breed and sex.  See Poultry Possessions Guide for specific details.

4. See possession dates to determine when animals must be secured by.
5. If the animal makes weight the first time across the scale it is not permitted to re-weigh. If the animal doesn’t make weight you have 30 minutes from the time you went across the scale to re-weigh the animal ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 

6. Animals must be presented bare with the exception of one halter per animal. 
7. An animal may not be presented for weigh-in with their fur wet. If an animal is presented for weigh-in with wet fur, the animal will be ineligible for weigh-in. This will constitute as the animal’s first trip to the scale with a result in no weight. The exhibitor has 30 minutes from the time the animal was presented to bring the animal back ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. This constitutes as the second trip to the scale. This weight is final. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 

8. Should the animal be presented a second time with the fur still wet, it will result in a no weigh and the animal will be ineligible for the fair and sent home.

9. Exhibitor should be prepared to show with a cane for turkey showmanship.  Method of showing will be at judge’s discretion

10. Handling of birds by anyone (other than the exhibitor) after they are in cages is strictly prohibited, except with the permission of the superintendents.

ODA HEALTH GUIDELINES:

901:1-18-05 Poultry and fowl.

(A) All turkeys, chickens and game birds moved within or imported into Ohio for exhibition must:

(1) Originate directly from a flock or hatchery which is a participant in the national poultry improvement plan for the eradication of disease and be accompanied by documentary evidence that they meet the requirements of this paragraph; or

(2) Originate directly from a flock which has had a negative test for pullorum/fowl typhoid disease within twelve months preceding the opening 

date of exhibition and be accompanied by documentary evidence that they meet the requirement of this paragraph:

(3) Have had a negative test for pullorum/fowl typhoid disease within ninety 

days preceding the opening date of exhibition and be accompanied by documentary evidence that they meet the requirement of this paragraph; or

                  (4)  Be tested for pullorum/fowl typhoid disease upon arrival at the exhibition by                     
a tester approved by the Ohio Department of Agriculture and found negative.
(B) The rapid whole blood test shall not be used to test turkeys for compliance with 

                 the requirements of paragraph (A)(2),(A)(3) and (A)(4) of this rule.

(C) Waterfowl, doves and pigeons are exempt from this rule.

CHICKEN MEAT PENS

Meat pens shall consist of three birds of the same breed and sex.
If the exhibitor designates the Rabbit or Poultry exhibit to go through the livestock auction, the exhibitor will be given a direct price plus premium bid for the animal and it will be sent directly to the packer. NO rabbits or poultry will go home with the exhibitor unless the destination of the animal is Home. 
TURKEYS

Tom Turkey must be exhibited by itself.  The Turkey Meat Pen shall consist of two hens.
1. If the animal makes weight the first time across the scale it is not permitted to re-weigh. If the animal doesn’t make weight you have 30 minutes from the time you went across the scale to re-weigh the animal ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area.
2. Animals must be presented bare with the exception of one halter per animal. 
3. An animal may not be presented for weigh-in with their fur wet. If an animal is presented for weigh-in with wet fur, the animal will be ineligible for weigh-in. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 
Animals must be presented bare with the exception of one halter per animal. 

An animal may not be presented for weigh-in with their fur wet. If an animal is presented for weigh-in with wet fur, the animal will be ineligible for weigh-in. This will constitute as the animal’s first trip to the scale with a result in no weight. If the exhibitor designates the Rabbit or Poultry exhibit to go through the livestock auction, the exhibitor will be given a direct price plus premium bid for the animal and it will be sent directly to the packer. NO rabbits or poultry will go home with the exhibitor unless the destination of the animal is Home. 
GROOMING GUIDELINES:

1. Any product which changes, enhances or alters the natural color of an animal will not be permitted.  Including but not limited to paints, dye, powder, non-clear adhesive and foam or show polish.

2. Any animal disqualified for altering of appearance results in the disqualification of exhibitor’s entire entry.  Dying, plucking of colored hairs so as to be noticeably missing, trimming or clipping so as to alter markings, coloring toenails, any faking:  including powdering and indiscriminate use of grooming preparations designed to alter the natural condition or appearance.

RABBIT GUIDELINES
1. This is not an American Rabbit Breeders Association (ARBA) sanctioned show; however, ARBA rules will be followed as closely as possible.

2. Market rabbits must have a legible tattoo or marking in the left ear that will be included on the entry form, and will be recorded by the superintendent.

3. Absolutely NO rabbits shall be removed or switched unless permission is granted.

4. All meat pen and fryer rabbits must be tattooed May 13th or 14th. If you do not attend Rabbit Tattooing you will not be able to exhibit at the Paulding County Fair. 
5. Meat pens shall consist of three rabbits, all of the same breed and variety.  Broken meat pens must also be of the same variety.  A meat pen does not necessarily have to come from the same litter.

6. The doe and litter class must have babies between 5-6 weeks of age. You must bring the Doe.

7. Rabbits will be judged in the show arena with only the exhibitor, judge and the superintendents in the judging area.

8. Parents and other observers will sit in the bleachers.  Adult questions for judges must wait until after the show.

9. Exhibitor may not lease or borrow rabbits for their project and show.
10. If the animal makes weight the first time across the scale it is not permitted to re-weigh. If the animal doesn’t make weight you have 30 minutes from the time you went across the scale to re-weigh the animal ONCE to try to meet minimum or maximum weight standards. Animals must remain in their designated animal species area. 

11. Animals must be presented bare with the exception of one halter per animal. 

12. An animal may not be presented for weigh-in with their fur wet. If an animal is presented for weigh-in with wet fur, the animal will be ineligible for weigh-in. This will constitute as the animal’s first trip to the scale with a result in no weight. RABBIT TATTOOS:
All meat pens and single fryers must be tattooed with the Paulding County Jr. Fair tattoo.  It is recommended that these animals be sold at the Livestock Sale.  Rabbits tattooed this year may not be shown in next year’s show as meat pens, single fryers or breeding stock.  Rabbit meat pens or single fryers that did not sell at the current year fair are not eligible to show at any county fair in the future.  (The intent is to slaughter all meat pens and single fryer and not use as breeding stock.)

DEFINITIONS:

Single Fryer:  A single rabbit used for meat production that is no more than 70 days old at Fair on show day and shall weigh between 3.5-5.5 lbs.  This rabbit should be sold during the Jr. Fair Livestock Sale.

Meat Pen:  Meat pens shall consist of three rabbits, all of the same breed and variety.  Broken meat pens must also be of the same variety.  A meat pen does not necessarily have to come from the same litter.  Age must not exceed 70 days. Meat pens should be sold during the livestock sale.  A meat pen only counts as one trip through the sale ring.

Doe and Litter class: Must have bunnies between 5-6 weeks of age.  Must bring the Doe.

Buck:  Male
Doe:  Female

The following three (6 class) classes are based on weight and age.  Weight takes precedence over age.  Therefore the entry may be “bumped” to another class depending on the weight of the rabbit at weigh-in.  See the current “Standard of Perfection” for your breed regulations.  OSU Extension Office has a copy of this book.

Juniors and Intermediates which exceed maximum weight limits MAY BE shown in higher age classifications.  NO animal may be shown in a lower age classification than its true age.

1. Junior Buck or Doe:  Rabbit less than six months at time of fair.

2. Intermediate Buck or Doe:  Rabbit is between 6-8 months of age at time of fair.

3. Senior Buck or Doe:  Rabbit is over 8 months of age or over at time of fair.

Making an Entry: Individual entries are based on the rabbit’s age, breed and weight.  You must know if your rabbit is a 4 class or a 6 class breed.  Refer to the list of breeds sent with livestock entry forms.  Example:  If you have a 4 class breed that is 5 months old, you would enter the 4 Class Junior Buck or Doe.  4 Class Breed:  These are typically the smaller rabbit breeds.

These animals are usually not used for meat production.  6 Class breed:  These are larger rabbit breeds typically used for meat production.  Please refer to the list of breeds sent with the livestock entry form to determine if you have a 4 or 6 class breed.

GENERAL GUIDELINES:
1. All dogs must be secured by April 1 excluding pilot dogs.

2. Entrants are asked to consult 4-H project guidelines when choosing entry classes.

3. Members must show proof of their dog’s immunization shots.  All dogs participating in the County Fair shall be immunized against bordetella, distemper, adenovirus (hepatitis), leptospirosis, para influenza, parvo virus, corona virus and rabies by a licensed, accredited veterinarian and shall be currently licensed in the county of residence.  Immunization sheets are due to the Extension Office on April 1.
4. Each exhibitor will keep their dog on a leash while on the fairgrounds except when participating in the obedience activities. 

5. Females in season will be shown after the other classes on the same day of the show.

6. Dogs must be shown with the proper leash.

7. First – Fifth place ribbons will be awarded for each class.

8. Members must enroll in the following projects:

SPECIFIC GUIDELINES FOR HORSES- 
Horse Stalls – Limited to One;

Junior Fair members will be limited to one horse stall for animal exhibits.  Members wishing to bring more than two horses may do so by:

1) Notifying the Extension Office if you wish to bring more than one horse.  Upon notification of the extra stall request, stalls will be assigned according to availability.  In the event of a full barn a lottery system will be used to determine extra stall assignments.  Extra stall request must be submitted by May 1.

2) Bring horse(s) on trailer the day of show, park trailer across the street from fairgrounds and leave at conclusion of show.

3) Present completed DUNF forms to Senior Fairboard member collecting forms at the west gate upon arrival.

4) A Body Condition Score of a minimum of 4 must be reached in order to exhibit the horse at the county fair or at State Fair. 

GENERAL GUIDELINES

1. Entries must be entered into FairEntry no later than 11:59 pm on April 19, 2019.
2. Must have a current photo ID with current picture, Permission to Participant, and lease agreement if applicable on file by May 1st at the Extension Office.

3. Classes may not be changed after entry forms have been submitted. 

4. No equine permitted outside areas designated by the Senior Fairboard.

5. A $25 fee will be charged for all stalls left unclean at the end of fair.  Pens must be cleaned between 7:00 am and 1:00 pm on Sunday.

6. Champion of Champion (Pleasure) will include first and second place winners of Pleasure classes.  (Horsemanship & Pleasure for Work-off, seat optional)

7. Champion of Champion (Contesting) will include first and second place winners of contesting classes.  (Poles and Barrels for Work-off)

8. Champion of Champion (Performance) will include first and second place winners in Performance classes.  (Reining and Trail for Work-off)

9. In Champion Classes, ONLY one horse per rider can be used.

10. First to Fifth Place ribbons will be awarded to participants in each class.  
11. Height Categories are as follows:  Pony 58” and under, Horse over 58”.

12. Stallions may be shown only in production classes and within the same calendar year in which they were foaled.

13. A horse 5 years or younger (except Production division) in the Snaffle Bit Pleasure class may wear a snaffle bit or a bosal bridle.  These horses may not have been shown in regular bit classes in the past.

14. No horse project will be allowed to leave the grounds except in case of emergencies or to earn points for expansion of their 4-H project.  Member must return within 48 hours or lose premiums.  Release form must be signed prior to fair.

15. Ponies may be shown in either rider’s age group (Showmanship, Horsemanship, Pleasure) or in Pony (Showmanship, Horsemanship, Pleasure), but not both.  Ponies may be entered in any/all other classes.

16. All youth age 19 and under participating in any 4-H equestrian activity are required to wear properly fitted headgear which meets or exceeds current ASTM/SEI standards with the chin harness securely fastened at all times while riding or driving an equine.   
17. It is the responsibility of the rider or the parent or guardian to make sure that the headgear worn complies with the appropriate standards for protective headgear intended for equestrian use, and is properly fitted and in good condition. 

18. Please refer to the uniform rules for 4-H Horse Shows for specific guidelines.

SHOW ATTIRE:

Helmets Required.    Refer to the Uniform Rules for 4-H Horse Shows guidelines under appropriate class-personal appointments.  Exhibitors wearing inappropriate clothing will be asked to change their clothing.  Inappropriate clothing includes:  tops with spaghetti straps, halter-tops, tank tops, midriffs, shorts, sandals, flip flops or tennis shoes.

Saturday, June 19, 2021 9:00 am
Exhibitors MUST be present to go through the ring.
1. All Checks received by exhibitors must be deposited within 90 days of date on check or check is VOID.

2. If check is lost, there will be a $35 stop check fee plus a $15 fee to rewrite the check. 

3. Only animals shown in market classes in the Paulding County Jr. Fair may be sold.

4. Sale Order is as Follows: Dairy Beef Steers, Beef Feeders, Dairy Feeders, Swine, Sheep, Rabbits, Goats, Turkeys, Ducks, Geese, Chickens, Beef Steers
5.  The Paulding County Fairboard is an agent only.  Sellers will be paid when the specific buyer has paid.

6. Sale of livestock will be released at a stated time.

7. All champion and reserve champion market animals MUST SELL with the exception of the dairy beef/beef feeder calves.

8. A commission (4.5%) will be charged to help pay sale expenses, advertising and for fairground improvements.  This will be deducted from the exhibitor’s final check.

9. Buyers MUST indicate to sale clerk the final destination of the animal.

10. NOTICE:  All animals participating in the livestock sale.  The show weight and sale weight of the animal will be determined at the weigh-in.  Beef and dairy steer weights will be determined by taking the scale weight and shrinking 2%.
11. For the Livestock Sale there is a set limit of two (2) trips through the sale ring, exception being Rule #7.

12. Junior Fair Exhibitors with more than two market animals must specify which two are to be sold in the Jr. Livestock Sale.  These animals are to be selected at weigh-in.  CHANGES ARE NOT PERMITTED.

13. ANY CHANGES NEEDED TO BE MADE FOR THE FINAL DESTINATION OF LIVESTOCK SALE ANIMALS MUST BE MADE WITHIN 30 MINUTES AFTER WEIGH-IN IN THE SECRETARY OFFICE.
14. The Grand Champion and Reserve Champion Animals will be sold first in their department.

15. No resale of animals by buyers will be allowed during the sale.

16. Livestock becomes the property of the buyer during the livestock sale.  However, livestock is the responsibility of the Junior Fair exhibitor until release time on Sunday.  Exhibitors are to feed, water and care for livestock until release time.
17. New in 2016- Any animal taken off the fairgrounds prior to the release time as stated in the fairbook will be charged a fee of $100.00 per animal to be deducted from livestock sale check or invoiced for the amount.  

18. The Paulding County Fairboards are not responsible for loss of animals prior to opening day and therefore cannot permit member to receive any proceeds at the Livestock Sale.

19. Junior Fair exhibitors are responsible for assuring that their animals can be legally sold.  Animals treated with drugs should not be sold if there is not sufficient withdrawal time after treatment.

20. Any person or business wishing to raise bids after the sale of an animal must send checks directly to each seller.  Such transactions are a private matter and payment of benefactor will not be handled by the Sale Committee.

21. All animals, after being sold, are ineligible for all other Junior Fair Shows (county, independent or state).

22. Pictures of all grand and reserve champion animals will be required. Photo will be taken with buyer after animal leaves sale ring.
23. Appropriate attire shall be worn by exhibitors during the sale of animals.  Inappropriate clothing includes T-shirts, shorts and sandals.

24. Bidding will be based on a premium bid.  This means the buyer will pay the actual amount he/she bids.  If the buyer wants to keep the animal, he/she would then pay the support bid PLUS the premium bid.  If the buyer does not want to keep the animal and sent it to the packer, then he/she pays the premium bid only.
